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Jamaica Coat Of Arms: A shield of gold with a red cross on it and 5 golden
pineapples in the cross and a female Arawak Indian on either side, a royal helmet
above the shield, and a crocodile on top of the helmet. The bottom of the Coat Of
Arms has the motto of Jamaica: “Out Of Many, One People”.

The Lion Of Judah represents the Rastafarian movement of Jamaica which
spawned reggae music, made popular worldwide by Bob Marley, a Jamaican
Rastaman, whose long flowing dreadlocks are known everywhere.

One Love is the name of a song written by reggae superstar Bob Marley, and is a
popular saying among Jamaicans today. The Jamaican government describes
the island as the “One Love” island.
